spending a lot of time these days with  Encroachment and/or Adverse Possession. First , let me
apologize if you were offended or upset by the letter dealing with Encroachment, whic h was on the
back of the Annual Invoice. Our attorney recommended that we inform all property owners t hat,
if they have encroached on any community property , the community still retains ownership of that
property. Our choice was to send out something with the annual invoice , or do a separate,
certified mailing, which is very expensive. It was the Board & decision t o include it with the Annual
Invo ice and save the cost of the certified mailing . We needed to have acknowledgement of the
terms regarding encroachment , and since the annual maintenance invoice is one of the few annual
notices, it is a convenient way to ac complish this notification. It is only a notification! You are not
agreeing to any legal position or change. The only point of this document was to advise all property
owners that encroachments do not constitute or vest any property rights. It was sent out purely
for informational purposes, and we plan to include this information with the invoice each year. So
again, let me stress that it is not a matter of agreeing with the issue of encroachment. It is just

the way that you are being notified and ackn owledging that you have received such notice.

Now, with that out of the way, let me wish each and everyone of you a Happy New Year. | look
forward to 2008 and expect it to be a great year. There is a lot of information in this newsletter.
