A Roads Committee was formed at the interest shown from a 2007/2008 survey.  There were 
two issues that Chesapeake Isle property owners showed an overwhelming interest in 
addressing.  One was the boat rampτthere is a continued on-going effort to improve this and

This will be a question 
and answer session along with handouts and any further information gathered since the 
package mailed in mid-April.  I wholeheartedly hope that everyone will attend.  Since this matter 
affects all of us in Chesapeake Isle, everyone should ask, listen and be heard. 

We are a community and as such, involvement and input from all members of the community is 
needed.  This is your community and your voices, concerns, questions and comments are 
necessary to keep this yours.  Participation is the only way to do so.

Included in this packet are the results of the research conducted by the CICA Roads Resurfacing Committee, 
which was formed as a result of the desire of many attendees at the 2007 & 2008 Annual Meeting to 
investigate the possibility of having our CICA roads paved.  Please read through this information carefully

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 We know that many people have questions, issues, and opinions about the possibility of paving the roads, 
and for that reason, the CICA board has set up a meeting on May 2, 2009 (Saturday) at 2 pm.  At this time, 
those in attendance will be able to ask questions of the committee and voice their opinions.  You will also 
receive information about the voting process, financial information, and a timeline.  Please keep in mind that 
no action on the roads will be taken until after a majority vote in the affirmative has been received.  Voting 
on this issue will not take place until June 27th, when an additional meeting will take place and the votes 
counted.  Those not in attendance at the June 27th meeting will be able to mail in a ballot prior to that date.  
All CICA property owners will receive ballots by registered mail. 

 

MEMBERSHIP REPORT 
Thank you to everyone who has paid their 2009 mandatory maintenance fees and to those who have joined 
CICA.  Special thanks to the five Mason Lane exempt property owners who have paid maintenance fees to the 
community.  As of this writing 287 home/lot owners (88%) have paid their 2009 mandatory maintenance 
fees;  222 families (74%) have joined CICA.  Please check the Paid Members list to verify your status.  Second 
notices were sent in March, third notices will be sent in April.    

Four property owners representing 5 lots have not paid the mandatory maintenance fees for 2008 or 2009; 
the committee will continue to pursue payment from these owners. 

BATH HOUSE KEYS AND SHUFFLEBOARD CABINET KEYS 

Bath house and shuffleboard keys will be distributed starting May 2.  They will be available at the community 
information meeting.  Any remaining keys will be distributed under separate cover.  Please be on the lookout 
for them.  The bath house key will work after May 2.  The key to the shuffleboard cabinet will work 
immediately.

GRASS MOWING 
It's getting to be that time again when the green stuff growing around us demands our attention.  As a 
reminder, we are subject to Restrictive Covenant #3 that the grass not exceed a height of 6". 
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CICA will provide grass mowing service for vacant lots at a cost of $125 for each lot for the entire season.  It is 
the intent to cut every two weeks or so and while this should not be confused with 
"landscape architecture" it's a heck of a bargain when you figure that's about $10 - $12 per 
cut and keeps the growth in check!

UPDATE ON ELECTRICAL OUTAGES 

DelMarva Power is very much aware of the volume of power outages we experience here in CI, and is actively 
seeking solutions to help decrease the number of outages.  Our 
outages are due to environmental factors:  wind, ice, and other 
factors that knock down branches onto the power lines, or trees 
themselves falling onto the lines.  Our circuit runs from Elkton, down 
the west coast of the peninsula, and then it crosses over to the east

toward North East.  We are not affected by power interruptions on 
the northbound line; however, if there is any kind of outage along the 
on the line that runs to Elkton, we will lose power in Chesapeake Isle. 

Transformers have been placed in park to increase our voltage.  They 
have installed a device called a recloser on Racine Rd. and have plans 
to install another one on Turkey Point Rd.  The recloser acts like a

breaker, detecting when there is a problem and shutting power down at the problem site, but the intent is to 
keep power to the area further on down the line, after the problem site.  Because of our location, there is no 
other way/site to power our area.  DelMarva is also planning further tree trimming during the spring.   

Residents experiencing a power outage should contact DelMarVa so they can determine the extent of the 
outage.  If any resident feels that a tree or branch is in danger of knocking out the power line, they can call 
and speak with a forester about having the tree trimmed. 
Mr. Tancredi followed up with the following information: 

o To report an outage, please call the emergency line at 1-800-898-8042.  
o To speak with a representative about outages or other issues, please contact the customer service 

line at 1-800-375-7117 between 7 am and 7 pm.  
o Residents who are concerned about a tree issue should ask for to speak to a forester.
